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                    Introduction
Learning Aim Database Overview

The Learning Aim Database (LAD) holds data on learning aims recognised by the Young People’s Learning Agency (YPLA) and the Skills Funding Agency, both funded and non-funded. This document is structured to cover the three academic years 2008/09, 2009/10 and 2010/11 and this will be reflected in some of the examples throughout the document. For each learning aim it holds the information required to support the data collection activities of the Data Service, which also support the funding and data analysis activities of the YPLA and the Skills Funding Agency and other organisations in the sector.
The information in the LAD is used to validate Individualised Learner Record (ILR) data, submitted by Providers, and to calculate funding for various types of provision. The types of ‘Funding’ data available depend upon the Academic Year

· Employer Responsive Apprenticeship (ER App)

Accessing the LAD

The LAD is available online via the Provider Extranet LAD page. 

http://providers.lsc.gov.uk/lad
You can search for information and download data extracts to a local PC.

The LAD is accessed online using a web browser and has been tested with Internet Explorer 6, 7 and 8. Other browsers may work but have not been tested and are not supported. 
If you choose to download a data extract, for example for use with the LIS:

· You will need to download the file, and then unzip it using suitable extraction software. 

· You will need sufficient hard disk space to store the file on your PC. (The size in megabytes of each file available to download is displayed on the appropriate downloads page – the unzipped file size will be much larger).

LAD data changes

When new learning aims are created or when existing learning aims have changed or are no longer relevant, changes to the data will be made. 

To ensure you are using the most up-to-date information you should regularly check the LAD data downloads page.

From within the LAD you can view a summary and details of the most recent changes made to the data. See the  View recent changes made to LAD data of this document for details.

Also from within the LAD, you can view or download a list of imminent deletions and deleted aims. See the Imminent deletions and Deleted aims sections of this document for details.

Details of significant changes to the LAD data (particularly those related to funding) are given on the LAD data amendments page of the Data Service website. Website users are notified of changes through regular News Items in the Updates area of the Data Service website.

In this section you will find instructions for searching for learning aims using Quick Search and Advanced Search, viewing and downloading the results of a search, and viewing and printing details for learning aims. You will also find details of how to view frameworks and a list of aims within a framework. At the end of the section there are several step-by-step examples of searches.

Quick Search

If you know some details about a learning aim, such as keywords within the title or a reference code, the Quick Search can often locate the aim(s) you want, by typing in a phrase such as “Edexcel hairdressing NVQ”.  
Quick Search allows you to find aims for the current teaching year by searching all of the following LAD fields for the keywords or phrases you specify:

· Aim reference

· Title 

· Awarding body aim reference

· Awarding body code
· Awarding body name
Quick Search is available from the top of every LAD page. You can either click on the Quick Search link to access the Quick Search page or use the textbox and Go button directly from the menu bar.

Quick Search looks for records matching all the keywords and phrases you would enter in any of the five quick search fields. Using more keywords/phrases makes the search more precise and returns fewer records.

Type in keywords and phrases that describe the learning aims you want to find. To search for phrases, enclose the keywords in double quotes "like this". Then press the Go button (or the Search button if using the Quick Search page).

Use phrases to restrict the search. For example, if you were looking for aims with IT skills in the title:

· typing it skills might return hundreds of aims, including those where words like it, community, Italian, writing, British, accreditation or city appear in either the title or awarding body name.

· typing “it skills” is likely to return results only where the aim title includes this exact phrase.

You do not need to use wildcards to represent missing characters at the start or end of keywords or phrases – Quick Search automatically includes the % wildcard character around each keyword/phrase. Wildcards may be used within phrases. You can use * or % for multiple characters and ? or _ for single characters. For example “li?e this”.

To improve the performance of Quick Search, the following common/small words are excluded from the search: in, is, and, or, the, of, a, to, as. If one of these words is essential to your search, you can include it within a phrase. 
If only one record is found, details of that record are shown. Otherwise the Quick Search Results page is displayed, as described in the View search results section of this document.

For examples see the Examples of searches section of this document or the Quick Search page on the LAD.

The fields below are not currently used but may become operational at a later date.

To access the Aims Search page use one of the following:

· Click the LAD Search link from the header menu on any page

· Click the Search LAD link from the Welcome page

· Click the Advanced Search link from the Quick Search page

You can enter as many or as few search criteria as you want. The more search fields that you populate, the more refined your search will be (in other words fewer results). 

If you enter a learning aim reference or awarding body aim reference, all other search criteria will be ignored.

The search defaults to the current Teaching Year. Changing the teaching year will cause different search fields to be displayed.
The Funding/ Collection section allows you to locate aims relevant to different funding models or collection types. The options available depend on the selected Teaching Year.

Once you have populated at least one search field, click the Search button to start the search.

(Clicking the Clear button clears the search fields ready for a new search. Clicking the Search Tips link opens up a new browser window displaying the LAD search tips page on the Data Service website.)

The search fields can be populated as described in the following list. Except for the teaching year field they are all optional. 

For more detail on each LAD field see the Field descriptions section of this document. See also the examples in the Examples of searches section of this document. Details on using wildcards, lookups, dropdown lists, scroll boxes and option buttons are given in later sections.

Using lookup

You can use the lookup facility to populate the following fields:

· Aim Type Code & description

· LDCS Code & description

· Awarding Body Code & name
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· Framework
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For these fields you can search in two ways:

· If you enter criteria and then click Lookup, a list of matching options will be presented for you to choose from. For example, for aim type, once you have chosen a record from the list, the search will return aims matching that single aim type.

· If you enter text in the description or name field and then click Search, this will be treated as one of your search criteria. In the example of aim type, there may be multiple aim types that have a particular word (for example 'GCE') in the description, and the search will return aims with any one of those aim types.

You can use wildcards to represent missing characters if required, but in many cases they will not be necessary. See Using wildcards for more information.
If you use the Lookup option, a pop-up window will display all codes and descriptions, in alphabetical order. (If there is only one match the lookup field may be populated automatically with this value, and the popup window will not appear.) A maximum of 15 results will be displayed on each page. You can navigate through the list using the scroll bar or, if the results spread over more than one page, the buttons at the bottom of the pop-up window. For example, the complete list of aim types begins like this:
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To select an item from the list click on the code. The pop-up window will close and the fields on the Aims Search page will be populated with the selected value.

You can close the pop-up window without selecting a value by clicking on the Close this window link at the bottom of the pop-up window or by using the close window button at the top right hand corner of the window.

Using wildcards

When specifying your search criteria you can use wildcards to represent ‘missing’ characters:

· % or * represent multiple characters

· ? or _ represent single characters

For example, searching for medi% in the Title field would return learning aims with titles containing words such as medical, medicine, and media. Searching for medi? would only include words such as media. Searching for %medi% would also include words such as intermediate.

In general you do not need to enter wildcards into search fields because the search functionality assumes they are there.  For example if you enter ‘engine’ into the title field, any qualifications with engine or engineering in their title will be returned. 

However there are a few exceptions when you may want to enter wildcards: 
· The aim reference and awarding body aim reference fields require you to enter wildcards explicitly. 

· You may wish to enter wildcards in the middle of a phrase - for example 'bus%imp' would match qualifications in Business Improvement Techniques

Note: if you use wildcards, your search may return an excessively large number of results. You may need to refine the search criteria to return fewer results. However, if your search is not returning the learning aim you expected, you may have to use wildcards.
Using dropdown lists

Dropdown lists look like this:
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You can select one item on each dropdown list, if required. To select an item click on the arrow at the right hand side, to reveal the dropdown list, then click on the item to select it. To change the selection, click on another item.

The teaching year dropdown is compulsory. The others have a blank line at the top of the list to represent that no value has been specified (because a selection is not compulsory).

Using scroll boxes

Scroll boxes look like this:
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You can select one or more values in the scroll boxes, if required. Selected items are highlighted. Select/deselect a single item by clicking on it. Select/deselect more than one item by holding down the Ctrl key on your keyboard while clicking on all the items required. To deselect all values, click on the blank line at the top of the list.

Use the up and down arrows at the right hand side to browse the lists. Scrolling up and down may hide items that have been selected, but they remain selected even if hidden.

Using option buttons

Option buttons look like this:
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Option buttons can be used to restrict the results to a subset of aims, for example only Current Provision, Funding/Collection, QCF Aims, Counts towards 2010 Skills for Life National Target, FE/HE Status, or in the case of Notional NVQ Level/V2, the option button is used to choose which field to search – either the original NVQ level scale or the new NVQ level scale version 2.

If required, click on the button to change the selection.

View a list of Frameworks
Framework codes are used in ILR field A26 ‘Framework Code’. Framework codes are applied to three different types of Framework; 
· Diplomas (14-19),  Level 1 to 3, 
· Foundation Learning/Progression Pathways

· Apprenticeships, Advanced Apprenticeships and Higher Level Apprenticeships.
You can view the Framework code table to see a full list of Framework codes, with their description, the Sector Lead Body (where relevant) and effective from/to dates.  
From the Aims Search page click on the Show Framework Table button (located below the Framework Code field)
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The table is displayed in Framework code order, but you can sort it by any column by clicking on the column heading.

View all the aims in a Framework

You can view all the aims (Diploma, Apprenticeship or Foundation Learning) within a particular framework. 

On the Aims Search page enter the framework code or the framework description (with wildcards if required) and click on the Search Framework button.

Alternatively, click on the Search Framework button to access the Framework Search page. (You can also access this page by clicking New Framework Search from the Framework Aims and Key Skills page if you have already found a framework.) Enter the code or description (using wildcards

 if necessary) and click the Search button.
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If only one framework matches your search the framework details will be displayed. If there is more than one match a list will be displayed, ordered by framework code. For example, searching for frameworks with %engineer% in the description returns the following list of frameworks:
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You can navigate through the list using the buttons available at the bottom of the page. You can scroll forwards or backwards one page at a time, or jump to the start or end of the list. 

You can order the list by any column. Click on a column heading to order the results by that column.

The Framework Aims and Common Components page shows details of Framework Annual Values, Framework Funding Details, Framework Common Components & Related Learning Aims For example:
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You can scroll forwards or backwards one page at a time, or jump to the start or end of the list.

You can filter the lists by Framework type. Select an option from the Framework Type dropdown menu and click Search. To remove the filter and view the results for all Framework types, select the blank line at the top of the dropdown list.

You can order the list of learning aims by any column. Click on a column heading to order the results by that column. The default order is current provision list of Learning Aims. The sort order is shown at the bottom of the page, above the navigation buttons.

The awarding body column shows the awarding body code. You can see the awarding body name by positioning the cursor over the code.

For frameworks containing large numbers of aims, you can download a list of aims to a comma-separated (CSV) or pipe-delimited (PSV) text file.

View search results

After you have run a search, the learning aims that match your criteria will be displayed on the Aim Search Results page (or Quick Search Results page if using Quick Search). The search criteria are displayed at the top of the page.

A maximum of 5000 results are returned from the search, but a maximum of 500 will be displayed, with up to 20 results per page. To navigate through the list, use the buttons available at the bottom of the page. You can scroll forwards or backwards one page at a time, or jump to the start or end of the list.

You can order the list of results by any column. Click on a column heading to order the results by that column. The default sort order is the current provision list of Learning Aims. The sort order is shown at the bottom of the page, above the navigation buttons.

The awarding body column shows the awarding body code. You can see the awarding body name by positioning the cursor over the code.

If the aim has more than one awarding body aim reference, only the first will be displayed, followed by a plus sign (+) which is displayed to the right of the learning aim reference.

If an aim is discontinued or has expired, it will be marked with an asterisk (*) which is displayed to the right of the learning aim reference.
The status codes in the final 5 columns reflect the status at the start and end dates of the search range shown above. 

These are; 

A - available on that date 

N - not available for new starters on that date 

X - not available on that date 

W - will become available after that date 

For example, if you selected ‘Teaching Year 2010/11’, and the ‘Funding Model Collection’ radio button ’16-18 LR’ and then click on ‘Search’, you will be presented on the Aims Search Results screen with those current Learning Aims in the Funding collection for 16-18 LR. 

Additionally, in the column 16-18 LR, you will see the status codes against that Learning Aim for that funding relating to the dates that have been selected compared with the dates held for that funding stream to indicate the following.

A - available on that date, 

N - not available for new starters on that date, 

X - not available on that date, 

W - will become available after that date.

(Note: The Aims Search Screen will also display information on Status Codes for other Funding Models associated with the aim)

The status codes in the 5 columns (Funding Models) displayed in the Aims Search screen reflect the ‘Status’ at the 'Start' and 'End' dates of the search range shown above.

Each ‘Status Code’ indicates that for the ‘Start date and End date’ that you are entering what the Status Code is for that Learning Aim. 

For example, if you see the following Status code below;

AA – Available on the Start Date & Available on the End date

AN - Available on the Start Date & not available for new starters for the End Date entered/selected (And maybe at some point prior to the End date).

For more information about Validity with a particular Learning Aim, select the learning aim from the Aims Search results screen and select the appropriate Funding Tab that you need more information on.

For Teaching Year 09/10 and prior, the Aims Search functionality has not changed and the ‘Aims Search Results’ screen has not changed. 

If the aim you are looking for is not there, or there are too many pages to look through, click on Modify Search to refine your criteria, or New Search to clear the search criteria and start again. Both of these are located at the bottom of the search results page.

To view the details for an aim, click on its title. See the View aim details section of this document. 
Aim Availability

Current Provision Indicator

An aim reference flagged as 'current provision' is the most current code for new starters (for use in ILR data), but other codes may still be valid for use in ILR data.

This field is intended to help users to find the correct code in LAD searches, but does not affect ILR Validation rules. A code which is not current provision can still be the correct code to use in ILR data. A code may also be current but not fundable by the Skills Funding Agency or Young People's Learning Agency.

For example if a learning aim has an accreditation end date of 31 December, its 'current provision' status would be changed in the new year, but the code would still be valid for learners who started in that teaching year before 31 December. Also, that code would continue to be valid into the next teaching year for continuing learners who started before the accreditation end date.

Providers should not change learning aim codes in their ILR data solely because a code is not current.

Aims not found on the LAD

If you cannot find the aim you are looking for, or its details are missing or incorrect, it may be due to one of the following reasons:

· Your search criteria may need to be altered in order to include the aim in your results. Either your criteria could be too restrictive, or there may be too many matches (a maximum of 5000 aims will be returned and a maximum of 500 will be displayed on screen). See the search tips on the Data Service website for more advice.

· The Data Service may be in the process of updating the LAD to include a new aim, or to add annual values. Aims are added to the LAD when the Data Service receives information from awarding bodies, Ofqual and QAA . There is a delay before aims can be added to the LAD, as other information needs to be collated, for example funding data.

· Providers may request the addition of an aim (held for an existing aim). A form with guidance is available from the LAD documents page of the Data Service website.
Framework aims

If an aim is available to a framework (apprenticeship), it will appear in the list of aims for that framework, and its effective from/to dates will indicate whether or not it is currently available. See the View all the aims in a framework section of this document for more details. 

Download search results

After you have run a search you can download your search results, in comma-separated variable or pipe-delimited format files. Up to 5000 records can be downloaded. 

The file will contain the same details as shown on the Aim Search Results page. The search criteria (as displayed at the top of the Aim Search Results page) are not included in the search results download.
Click on CSV for comma separated value format or PSV for pipe-delimited format. Both of these are located above the results list at the right hand side of the search results page. 

The File Download window is displayed, giving the option to 'Open this file from its current location' or 'Save this file to disk'. Choose an option and click OK.

View aim details

Once a learning aim has been selected, the information for the selected learning aim is displayed on the Learning Aim Details page, on the following tabs:  The tabs displayed vary by teaching year, as in these examples below:
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	The Key Details tab
	This is displayed by default. It contains selected information from the other tabs.

	The Aim Details tab
	This contains details that are common to all funding streams and which are not dependent upon teaching year. For example the awarding body aim reference and notional NVQ level.

	The Shared Annual Values tab
	This contains details which are common to all funding streams and which may differ by teaching year. For example, whether an aim has been discontinued.

	The ASL/ACL Annual Values tab
	This contains details which relate to the Adult and Community Learning funding stream (2008/09, 2009/10 –Teaching year) and Adult Safeguarded Learning (2010/11- teaching year).

	The 16-18 LR  tab
	This contains details which relate to the 16-18 Learner Responsive funding stream. 

	The Adult LR  tab
	This contains details which relate to the Adult Learner Responsive funding stream.

	The ER App tab
	This contains details which relate to Apprenticeships within the Employer Responsive funding stream. 

	The ER TtG tab
	This contains details which relate to Train to Gain provision within the Employer Responsive funding stream. 

	The ER tab
	This is displayed in 2009/10 and earlier years. This shows Employer Responsive funding, including Apprenticeship and Train to Gain provision on one tab.

	The Frameworks tab
	This contains details of the framework(s) to which this learning aim relates.

	The 16-18 LR SSF tab
	This contains details which relate to funding of School Sixth Form 

	Print All Aim Details tab
	This will open up a new window containing all aim details, and also the Print dialog. Check the settings on this dialog then click the Print button.


If the label on a tab is greyed out and you cannot select it, then there is no information available for that tab for the selected year. There may, however, be information for another year.

If you wish to view details for a different teaching year, select the required year from the dropdown list at the top of any annual values screen. The values on each of the tabs will now relate to the new teaching year selection. The teaching year displayed at the top of the screen will also be changed.

See the Field descriptions section of this document for a description of what each field shows.

Print LAD pages and aim details

You can print any of the LAD screens using your browser’s in-built print options.

If you want to print all the details for a selected learning aim you can use a printer-friendly view of aim details, as displayed on the Print All Aim Details tab. 

On the Aim Details page click the Print All Aim Details tab. This will open up a new window containing all aim details, and also the Print dialog. Check the settings on this dialog then click the Print button.

Examples of searches

1) Find the aim details for aim reference 10002686.

· In the Quick Search field type 10002686 then click the Go button.
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The Aim Key Details page for this aim is displayed.
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2) Find learning aims for the current teaching year with the phrase ‘Communication Skills’ in the title, offered by awarding body City & Guilds (code CG).

· In the awarding body code field type EDI, then click Lookup, then select the code EDI.

· In the notional NVQ level/v2 field, select the Notional NVQ Level option then select level 3.
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· Click Search.

Only two aims match our criteria – the aim references are 10028857 & 10036064.

Downloads
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In this section you will find details of downloads available from the LAD, and instructions for viewing/downloading them. As well as being able to download current and archived data extracted from the LAD database, you can view or download miscellaneous files containing LAD-related data. You can also see lists of recent changes made to the LAD data, aims that will soon be deleted and all aims that have been deleted.


Types of LAD extract download

You can download a copy of the data extracted from the LAD in any of the following formats:

· Microsoft Access 97 MDB file 
· CSV (comma separated variable) file 

· PSV (Pipe-delimited variable) files 

The downloads are available as compressed files (.zip).

For each format you can choose to download data for a single teaching year or all three teaching years currently on the database. 

Note: the extracts for individual years only contain aims that were valid for at least one type of learner in that year, in other words only aims with an entry in one of the annual values tables for the selected year. This means that aims added in more recent years may not be present in previous years, and new aims will only be included when approved.

As well as being able to download an extract containing the current LAD data, there is also an archive of previous extracts.

More information on what is included in the download files is available in the technical documents on the LAD documents page of the Data Service website.

Current LAD extract downloads

To download the latest version of the LAD data extract, access the LAD Downloads page. Either:

· Click the LAD Downloads link in the header menu or

· Click the LAD Downloads link on the Welcome page.

The most current version of the LAD data extract is available for download in the supported file formats. Click on the required file to begin the download.

Follow the instructions on screen to download the file. You will need to unzip the .zip file once the download is complete.

If you require a previous version of the LAD data, use the download archive.

Archived LAD downloads

The Download Archive page contains all previous versions of the LAD download files. To access this page, click on the Download Archive link from the LAD Downloads page.

To choose a file you can either select or enter the required date:
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· Select a date using the Select a Date dropdown list. Click on the arrow to display the list then click on the required date. If the date you require is not displayed, then select the closest date prior to the required date. Once the date is selected, click on the Show Files button.

· Enter the date of the file you require in the Enter a Date box and either hit the Return key or click on the Show Files button. If a download was not created on the date you have entered, the system automatically selects the closest available date prior to the required date.

A list of LAD files which were current on that date will be displayed. To download a file, click on the filename for the required format.

Note:

· The options to download data for individual teaching years and to download in pipe delimited tables format were introduced on 19 May 2003 and 18 June 2003 respectively. For dates prior to this, the download archive will not contain files in these formats.

· Prior to July 2004, files were available in DBF format and in a pipe delimited file format containing one composite record per learning aim. For dates prior to this, the download archive will still contain files in these formats.

Miscellaneous downloads

You can download, or view on screen, other LAD-related information, such as:

These are available from the Miscellaneous Download page. To access this page, click on Misc Downloads in the header menu or on the Welcome page.

Note: with these downloads you have the option to view files (‘open this file from its current location’) or download files (‘save this file to disk’). There is a Microsoft known bug that causes the File Download dialog box to appear twice if you choose ‘open this file from its current location’. If this option is available, you need to reselect it and click OK. If it is not available it will be greyed out (you should be able to download the file instead).

Hierarchy Freeze Download
To assist providers in producing analyses of success rates and benchmarking, a downloadable file of hierarchy data is made available via the LAD. This contains Insp Code and Map Code values for some learning aims.

These downloads are available in MS Access (MDB), comma separated variable (CSV) or pipe delimited (PSV) format.

It is not planned to issue more than one file for each teaching year, as these are intended to be final versions of the data. If it is necessary to issue more than one file per year, the dates in the file name will be used to indicate the version of the data.

In the Hierarchy Freeze section of the Miscellaneous Download page click on the link to View Hierarchy Freeze Downloads. Then select the filename for the format and teaching year required. The File Download window is displayed. 

· To download, choose the Save this file to disk option and click OK. 

· To view on screen, choose the Open this file … option and click OK.

Framework Codes (2008/09 Onwards)

Framework codes supersede Sector codes. You can download, or view on screen, details of the apprenticeship framework codes. Framework codes are used in ILR field A26 ‘Framework Code’, and this file contains all current values for use in this field.

Imminent deletions

Map codes

Until finalised hierarchy downloads are available, you can download or view a table of the map codes and their titles. View recent changes made to LAD data

From within the LAD you can view the last ten batches of changes made to the data. From the LAD Downloads page, click on the words Change Summary (on the right above the files list). The number of additions, changes and deletions to the database made on each occasion will be displayed, with the most recent at the top. Note: this information is only available for the last ten runs – it is not kept historically. For example:
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You can see details of which database tables were affected. On the Change Summary page click on the words Change Detail. The information for each batch of changes is then displayed, grouped by LAD database table.
